The dolls are cuddly soft, machine-washable and are available in 5 
ethnic varieties (Caucasian, African-American, Hispanic, Asian and 
Native-American.) Each doll comes with two different removable wigs so 
they can easily be altered to reflect the stages of hair loss and regrowth 
accompanying chemotherapy treatments.

Kimmie Cares dolls have been embraced by oncologists, nurses and 
social workers throughout the country as a highly therapeutic and 
much-needed aid for both mothers and their children. It helps them 
share their feelings about cancer and calm their fears.
